He played the instrument before royalty and everyone was impressed. As the story
goes, since it was first played in the Shah's chambers and was played by a nai (barber),
The instrument was named the 'shehnai'. The credit for bringing this instrument onto

the classical stage goes to UstadBismillah Khan. He created independent tunes. He
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grew up practicing on the river Ganga. He used to go to the mosque as well as the

temple.

He was awarded various tiles. He is a recipient of the highest civilian award of India —
The Bharat Ratna. He had won all three awards of Padmashree, Padma Bhushan and
Padma Vibhushan. He was the first person to be invited to play shehnai at Red Fort in
1947. He dedicated his life to music and passed away in 2006.

A Truly Beautiful Mind
Summary :

A Truly Beautiful Mind" is a story about Albert Einstein. He was born on 14 March
1879 in the German city of Ulm. He especially loved mechanical toys. Einstein began
learning to play the violin at the age of six because his mother wanted him to. He went
to high school in Munich and scored good marks in almost every subject. Einstein was
highly gifted in mathematics and interested in Physics and after finishing school, he

decided to study at a university in Zurich.

At the age of 21, Albert Einstein was a university graduate and unemployed and
finally secured a job in 1902 as a technical expert in the patent office in Bern. Einstein
called his desk drawer at the patent office the "Bureau of theoretical Physics". This
was because the drawer was where he used to store his secretly developed ideas. One
of the famous papers of 1905 was Einstein's special Theory of Relativity according to

which time and distance are not absolute.

From this followed the world's most famous formula which describes the relationship
between mass and energy. In 1915, he had published his General Theory of Relativity
which provided a new interpretation of gravity. The newspapers proclaimed his work
as "a scientific revolution". Einstein received the Nobel Prize for Physics in 1921.
When the Nazis came to power in Germany in 1933, Einstein emigrated to the United

States.

At the urging of a colleague, Einstein wrote a letter to the American President,
Franklin D. Roosevelt to warn about bomb effect and also wanted to encourage them
to make a bomb to utilize its destruction potential. The Americans developed the
atomic bomb in a secret project of their own dropped it on the Japanese cities of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki in August 1945. Einstein was deeply shaken by the disaster

in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. He wrote a public missive to the united nations.

He proposed the formation of a world government to stop the nuclear weapons.

Einstein got ever more involved in politics using his popularity to campaign for peace
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and democracy. When Einstein died in 1955 at the age of 76, he was celebrated as a

visionary and world citizen as much as a scientific genius.

Abdul Kalam was asked to go and sit on the back bench.

He felt very sad and so did RamanadhaSastry. After school, they went home and told
their respective parents about the incident. LakshmanaSastry summoned the teacher
and in their presence told the teacher that he should not spread the poison of social
inequality and communal intolerance in the minds of innocent children. The teacher
regretted his behavior. His science teacher Sivasubramanialyer, was an orthodox

Brahmin with a very conservative wife. He did his best to break social barriers.

It was the key to her bagging the women's singles crown at Wimbledon in 2004 and to
her meteoric rise the world number one spot the following year. While her journey
from the frozen plains of Siberia to the summit of women's tennis has touched the
hearts of tennis fans, for the youngster herself there appears to be no room for
sentiment. Like any number of teenaged sensations, Maria Sharapova lists fashion,

singing and dancing as her hobbies.

She loves reading the novels. Maria Sharapova cannot be pigeon-holed or categorized.
Her talent, unwavering desire to succeed and readinesss to sacrifice have lifted her to
the top of the world. Few would grudge her the riches she is now reaping. This is what
she has to say about her monetary gains from tennis: "Of course, money is a
motivation. Tennis is a business and a sport, but the most important thing is to become

number one in the world. That's the dream that kept me going."
